TCR will be installing four new Quick-Start courts in our
basketball gymnasium just for our Future Stars. Quick-
Start was created by the United States Tennis Association
to provide an easier to learn and more fun tennis court
for our younger players. Balls are lighter and are harder to
hit out and therefore get kids to feel successful sooner
than on a regular court.

These younger campers will also participate in a daily
exercise/sports color war program where we will
introduce the importance of physical fitness, stretching,
regular exercise and proper nutrition. Other activities
used as cool downs and functional breaks throughout the
day include story time, playground play and a park
excursion.

TRANSPORTATION

At TCR, we take great care with the all-important job of
transporting our kids to and from home. We utilize our own
vehicles and our own year round staff drivers. We pick up and
drop off door to door. All students must wear seat belts and will
be dropped off in front of the home, on the home side of the
street, and the driver will not leave until the doorman or a
member of the residence receives the child. Pickups will range
from 8:00 — 9:00 am and drop offs from 5:00 — 5:30 pm
depending on home location.

We will pick up south to Battery Park and north to Greenwich,
Connecticut with a $60 surcharge per week south of 60" street
and from Scarsdale north. We are in constant communication
with our vehicles and one can always call the club to ascertain
the location relative to home for both pickups and drop-off. One
can also change drop-off or pick-up locations with notice and
can arrange for late pick-up or early drop-off.
